SCHOOL RULES: BEHAVIOUR AND CODE OF CONDUCT

Everyone will act with courtesy and consideration to others at all times.

PLEASE REMEMBER

You always speak politely to everyone.  Never shout.

You move gently and quietly around school.  This means never running, especially on the stairs, never pushing or shouting.  Please help by opening doors, standing back and helping to carry things.

You always try to understand other people’s point of view.

In the classroom please behave in a courteous way.  Listen carefully and always work hard, helping each other as much as possible.

You keep the school and the grounds clean and tidy so that it is a welcoming place we are all proud of.
Please do not bring sweets to school.  Fruit or crisps are the snacks allowed.

Please try not to argue or quarrel with each other.  Never, ever put you hand on another child to push, hit or hurt in any way – even tickling might be unpleasant, so please do not do it.

You must try and control yourself.  If there is any playground conflict – TELL THE TEACHERS OR SUPERVISORS ON DUTY.  They will sort things out immediately.

You must never, ever feel threatened by anyone.  You are not to keep secrets if this worries you.  Never worry about ‘telling tales’.  Teachers are here to listen to your concerns – so please tell us.

Never bully another child.  Remember, bullying has many forms as well as physically hurting someone.  Other types of bullying are: name calling, e.g., ‘fatty’, ‘skinny’, ‘four eyes’, or anything concerned with a person’s appearance. Making fun of another child’s family or friends.  Laughing at mistakes made by other children.  All of these are cruel and will cause sadness to our pupils.

REFERRAL TO HEADTEACHER

Generally class teachers are required to organise the learning in their classrooms for each child.

Pupils are required to behave appropriately, according to the task in hand.

Any minor behaviour problems which arise are dealt with by the class teacher.

Continuing or serious problems are referred to the Headteacher personally or in the case of junior pupils, they may be sent accompanied by another child.

PUNISHMENTS

Children are NEVER threatened with physical or corporal punishment.

With young children (3-8 years), and often with those throughout the junior stage, discussion may be enough reminding them of the rules and the need for sensible behaviour.

After a few chances, withdrawal of privileges may be made.  This will invariably mean working during a break time.  Please remember that the child is entitled to each curricular area so not being allowed to paint or to do P.E. is not an option.

If in doubt, the Headteacher must be consulted.  Continuing or serious problems will result in parents being contacted.

Serious misdemeanours will result in withdrawal from the classroom (to Headteacher’s room) and in the most serious cases exclusion from school may be made by the Headteacher.
