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POLICY FOR DISPLAY

Philosophy of the Policy

At Cilffriw Primary, our aim is to provide a lively, stimulating, exciting environment in which our children can work and learn. To this end, all staff regard display to be of vital importance. Displays of any kind, in and around the school building, are of the highest standard at all times. Teaching and non-teaching staff and  children, are involved in the production of displays.

Mrs. J. Bradley organises and co-ordinates displays in public areas throughout the school.  Mrs Bradley will make sure that all work  is re-backed if necessary. 

Displays in school reflect a broad and balanced curriculum, whether they are mounted in the classrooms or in the shared areas of the school such as the public areas and the Hall. Displays show evidence of creative, linguistic, mathematical, scientific, historical, environmental, religious and technological work (both design and information technology).
Curriculum Cymreig should be evident. Displays are child-centred and reflect the achievements of the children, so every child in school has the opportunity to have their own work displayed.

What is Displayed?

Displays reflect the teachers’ current plans or are from a previous term and are used interactively as teaching walls.  Balanced displays are created in classroom areas – these include displays that are informative, provide reference materials for the children and are used as a teaching aid by staff.

Creating the displays involves the children in challenging and stimulating activities. Children do not merely fill in, or colour, outlines or work that has been drawn by an adult. Collage pictures involve the children in making choices about materials.

Children are encouraged to participate in all aspects of creating a display. For example, children cut out their own finished work and lettering. The finished displays challenge children to think, by asking them a range of questions or giving them statements and comments to read, so that the children (and adults too) interact with the displays.

Labelling Displays

Displays are a valuable source of information for visitors to the school, especially parents, and as much detail as possible about the work involved in creating the display is given. This includes a title, how and why the work was undertaken and who produced it. This information is included in a written explanation beside the display or incorporated into the labelling on the display. 
The style of label on displays varies from stencil lettering, cut-out letters and computer print to hand-written labels in paint, felt tip, crayon or other media. Hand-written letters may be produced by an adult or child but are always in the handwriting style of Cilffriw Primary.
Displaying Work

All work is mounted – single or double – using a high-quality paper that has been cut accurately on a slide cutter/guillotine. Work is put on display boards using adhesive material or staples. Displays are surrounded by borders of various types.

Wherever practicable, written work is placed at a suitable height for children to read.

Parents are invited into school to look at the displays.

Building and Dismantling Displays

The following procedures should be observed.

· Care should be taken when putting up displays. Staff should not place the displays so high that they have to stand on something to put them up or take them down.

· No staples, pins or any other sharp objects should stick out.

· Do not block corridors or fire exits – keep displays secure.
· Do not place hanging mobiles where they can trigger the burglar alarm sensors.

· Children may assist but they should not climb on anything nor remove staples or drawing pins.

· Work should be taken down carefully, so that individual children’s work can be taken home or put in portfolios or ROPAs.
· Large displays should be placed in storage if they are in good condition, so that they can be used again as a teaching aid – for example, a model of a river valley.
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
