PROPOSED POLICY FOR END OF AFTERNOON SUPERVISION OF PUPILS

At Cilffriw Primary pupils’ safety and well-being is of paramount importance.  This policy endeavours to ensure that all pupils on school premises after school hours are supervised to avoid accidents and injury.
All pupils are dismissed promptly by teachers at 3.20 p.m.  Any pupils waiting for the mini-bus or collection by parents will be taken (infants) or sent (juniors) to the library area.  

A member of the support staff is on duty every afternoon and will be in the library area at 3.20 p.m. ready to receive children brought or sent by teachers.  This member of staff will supervise the children, together with children staying for after-school club, and take them at 3.25 p.m. to the member of staff responsible for after school club that day.

In the after-school club, it is not necessary to provide children waiting for the mini-bus or collection to be given a drink and piece of fruit, unless for some reason parents are exceptionally late.

On Fridays, as there is no after-school club, the member of support staff and Mrs C. Williams, Headteacher, will supervise children waiting to go home in the library area.  At no time will children waiting to go home be unsupervised in the library area.

This policy will be reviewed and updated as and when necessary.
