POLICY FOR PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT

Cilffriw Primary has an ‘open-door’ policy. We recognise the pivotal role parents play in the education of their children. We encourage all parents to be fully involved in their child’s formal education and in the life of the school, as an adult helper or member of Friends of Cilffriw. We recognise that we must work in partnership with all parents, keeping them fully apprised of their child/ren’s achievements and the workings of the school, and have introduced effective strategies for active involvement.

The Headteacher is the member of staff responsible for Parental Involvement.

Welcome/Pre-school Induction

We recommend that parents of Primary-age children, who are moving into the area, or from another local school, should:

· visit the school before deciding if Cilffriw Primary is the best environment for their child

· be shown around the school by the Headteacher, who will answer their questions and explain procedures

· try to resolve any problems at the child’s current school (if local), before making the decision to take their child away

· bring their child with them, when looking round the school

· ensure they are given a copy of the School Prospectus and Aims of the School when visiting the school.

Pre-school parents are given several opportunities to visit and learn about Cilffriw Primary:

· receiving a copy of the School Prospectus and Early Years Policy

· visiting the school when they register their child

· visiting the school during the initiation days

Pre-school Meetings are arranged for the parents of children starting school in September. This is mainly for the Reception/Nursery children; however, parents of older pupils moving to the school are also invited.

The parents of new children are given a wide range of information including:

· School Prospectus

· School Aims

· Home-School Agreement

· recent newsletters

· Early Years Policy

· LEA admissions booklet for Reception.

Communication

At Cilffriw Primary we have introduced a wide range of communication strategies, including:

· Regular newsletters

· class newsletters 

· individual letters to parent when the need arises

· direct telephone calls (as necessary)

· home visits (as necessary)

· Annual Report

· Governors’ Report to Parents

Home-School Agreement

All new parents receive a copy of the Home-School Agreement, which they are asked to sign. The agreement outlines the parents’ and the school’s responsibilities, which both the parties are expected to honour. 
Meetings

Parents are invited to a formal meeting to discuss their child/ren’s progress with teachers during February or March.

Teachers are available to meet parents in their classes on the first Monday of every month until 5.15 p.m.  Parents are asked to make an appointment if possible.

Parents not living with their child are given an appointment on request.

Formal meetings with the Headteacher are held with parents who are concerned about their child’s education. Informal meetings are held on a regular basis between parents and teachers to discuss progress or problems. Parents are invited to all IEP reviews and annual reviews for those pupils with a Statement of Special Educational Needs. The SENCO and STR teachers work very closely with the parents of those children with special needs.

If a parent requests a meeting with the Headteacher or staff, every effort will be made to arrange the meeting as quickly as possible, usually straight away.

Information evening meetings are held with parents during the year, including:

· preparation for Key Stage 2 assessment (SATs)

· preparation for residential visits

· meeting with local Comprehensive headteachers at Cilffriw.

Reports

Reports on the child’s progress and attainment in all subjects, as well as their personal development, are sent to parents in June of each year. A separate slip is enclosed for parents to respond to the report. Separate copies of the report are sent, on request, to parents who are not living with the child. Interim reports of pupil progress are provided to any parents requesting them.
Parent Helpers

Parents provide a wide range of support with children’s reading, cooking, swimming,  etc. Cilffriw Primary values the support provided in the classroom by the many parent helpers who give their valuable time on a voluntary basis. 

A number of courses are offered to parents during the day e.g. keeping up with the children in numeracy and literacy, Welsh, computers, using sign language etc.  Child care is available at school for these events.

Parent Governors

Cilffriw Primary has 4 Parent Governors.
