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Aims
· To give children and parents as much information as possible about Cilffriw Primary School and the education we provide.

· To make each child’s start happy and successful.

· To begin a lasting partnership with parents.

Procedures
At Cilffriw, children start part time Nursery education as soon as they reach their third birthday.

Parents may enter their child’s name for school at any time by requesting an admission form from the school office.
The standard number of admissions for the school is 29 in any one school year. If there are more applications than this, the places are allocated based on the following priorities:

· a brother or sister already at Cilffriw

· a request by social services

· proximity of the child’s home to the school

Induction to Nursery is carried out on an individual basis.  Although this is time consuming, we find that the one to one personal touch is the most effective way to make children and their parents feel welcome.
During the Autumn Term, a meeting is arranged with parents of nursery children, the nursery teacher with staff and the Headteacher.  This informal occasion offers opportunity for the Head and teacher to discuss the broad aims of early years education.  It is so important that sound partnerships are formed with parents during these early days.
Day to day contact between parents and teachers is essential and this relationship is established during early days of the child’s time at school.
Children are able to begin full time at Reception Class in the September following their fourth birthday.  Prior to this, a transition meeting is held in the Summer Term with the Reception Class teacher, Headteacher and parents.  This provides opportunity for teachers to explain procedures to parents and discuss matters such as:

Reception Class is really an “Upper Nursery”


Baseline Assessment


Lunchtime Options


Swimming arrangements


Early literacy and numeracy activities

The importance of partnership is given a high priority at Cilffriw.

Each parent is given:

· a School Prospectus

· a personal invitation for each child to attend pre-school visits

Personal Invitation

During the term before their third birthday, each child receives a personal invitation to visit the nursery with parents.

Pre-school Visits

The visits are usually for an hour or two on a few occasions.  The children will become accustomed to the nursery classroom, the staff who will be with them and their future classmates.  They are invited to join in with the normal routines such as story time and milk and fruit time.

While the children visit, birth certificates are checked.

Parents are welcome to stay with their child during these sessions.

These visits let the children get to know one another, their teacher and Nursery Nurses.  Parents may discuss any concerns they have.
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
